Individuals/Teams shall give an
illustrated talk or method demonstration on a selected topic for a max of 12 minutes. Posters, Power
Points, and some props are acceptable. Refer to guidelines.

*Those with UIL conflicts will have the option to submit a video. Video submissions will not be able
to place higher than in-person presentations.
